2. The abstract effectively summarizes the study but could mention specific outcomes or improvements observed post-intervention. Add a brief mention of specific outcomes or improvements resulting from the intervention to enhance the abstract’s impact.

4. The manuscript is scientifically correct but could benefit from a discussion on limitations and potential biases. Include a section discussing the limitations of the study and any potential biases in the assessment methods to enhance scientific rigor.

5. References are generally sufficient but could include studies on long-term outcomes and psychosocial impacts. Add additional references focusing on long-term outcomes of physiotherapy interventions in pediatric CMT2 and studies addressing the psychosocial impact of CMT on children and their families.

By addressing these points, the manuscript can significantly improve
