	There are still some aspects that need adjustment before final acceptance:

1. The methodology is insufficiently detailed
The "Methodology" section (one page, very general) does not specify:

· the period analyzed;

· the criteria for including/excluding studies;

· the number of articles selected;

· the selection procedure (PRISMA, filtering, exact databases).
2.  For a literature review paper, this aspect needs to be clarified.
Title overlap in section 3.3
On page 7, the title "Restorative Experience of Tourists in Slow Tourism" appears repeatedly, but the content is about TCB. The title needs to be corrected.
Academic writing and style issues
There are:

· repetitions (e.g., duplication of references);

· minor grammatical errors;

· descriptive, less critical wording;

· repetition of the same work (Oh et al., 2016 appears several times consecutively in the references).
           The theoretical contribution is not formulated clearly enough
           As a literature review, the article must explicitly state:

· what it brings new to existing reviews;

· what conceptual model it proposes;

· what is the exact theoretical gap it solves.
