1. The techno-economic feasibility of IoT-integrated solar dryers. Including a brief cost breakdown (sensors, controllers, communication modules, actuators, auxiliary systems), operating cost considerations, and indicative payback period would enhance the practical applicability of the review.
2. Although sustainability benefits are mentioned, the paper could be strengthened by incorporating a short subsection on life cycle environmental impacts, including embodied emissions of IoT components, operational energy savings, carbon footprint reduction compared to conventional dryers, and end-of-life electronic waste management.
3. The review thoroughly explains quality aware control strategies; however, a clearer conceptual linkage between intelligent control, energy savings, improved product quality, and economic value addition would enhance the systems-level contribution of the manuscript.
4. A brief discussion on large-scale implementation challenges such as internet connectivity in rural areas, maintenance of sensors, calibration requirements, and affordability for smallholder farmers would improve real-world relevance.
5. Where possible, the inclusion of summarized quantitative ranges (e.g., energy savings %, drying time reduction %, efficiency improvements under intelligent control) in a consolidated comparison table would improve clarity and impact.
6. Minor Editorial Improvements
The manuscript requires minor language polishing, standardization of units (°C, m s⁻¹), correction of spacing/typographical issues, and consistency in citation formatting. These are minor revisions and do not affect the technical quality.
