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	This case is clinically important because dapsone can cause severe hemolysis and it can be missed early. The report reminds clinicians to check anemia/hemolysis markers and stop the drug in time. Using the Naranjo score is helpful for drug safety reporting. Overall, the case can increase awareness among clinicians who prescribe dapsone for pemphigus and similar diseases
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
