	This manuscript is relevant because it raises tuition webpages as a strategic communication space, not just an administrative page. This topic is important in the context of global competition and the increasing role of websites in prospective students’ decisions. The integration of Framing Theory and Signaling Theory also strengthens the conceptual contribution of the study. However, the scientific contribution would be stronger if the author emphasized explicitly explained the research gap.

	The title is appropriate, clear, and reflects two key elements: tuition communication + framing/signaling.

	The abstract already covers the context, methods, sample, theory, main findings, and conclusions. However, the abstract could be strengthened by explicitly stating that the data came from tuition/financial aid webpages not the entire website.

	Methodologically, the qualitative comparative document analysis design is appropriate for webpage analysis units. The coding categories are also clear (7 frames). However, the author needs to explain in more detail how the strength or presence of a frame is determined.

	References are quite numerous and relatively recent, but some references appear to be less specific to tuition disclosure webpage studies. Author could add 1–2 studies that specifically discuss cost transparency or tuition presentation on HE websites.

	Some paragraphs feel like the literature summary is too long, so they could be made more concise and focus on the contributions of the study results.
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
