	The abstract is generally very complete and organised well, as it clearly mentions the background, aim, methods, major findings, and conclusions of the study. The abstract has pointed out very appropriately the integrated utilisation of Vertical Electrical Sounding and pumping test data, as well as the major findings regarding aquifer properties and zoning of groundwater potential. However, the abstract may be further improved by mentioning briefly the hydrogeological conditions under which the studied area lies, for example, in a fluvio-deltaic area in a sedimentary basin, in addition to better clarifying in the conclusion the scientific implications of the findings. There are no major errors or deletions needed, except minor deletions concerning details in methodologies, such as software used, etc.
