-I suggest that the pie chart presented in Figure 6 should also include absolute numbers, since the author has referred to absolute values in the text.
-Under the section titled “Status of Water Sources,” the author includes percentage values that are not reflected in Table 1.

-Figure 6 presents only absolute numbers, whereas the text also includes percentages. I therefore suggest that the author use a table that displays both the absolute numbers and the corresponding percentages for clarity and consistency.

-I suggest that the author number the main sections of the manuscript (e.g., 1. Introduction, 2. Materials and Methods), and that subsections also be numbered accordingly.
