	The reference list is adequate and includes recent studies up to 2025–2026. However, the literature review could be strengthened by adding a few foundational and comparative works on OBE, particularly from other Asian contexts, such as Spady (1994) and Biggs and Tang (2011).

	A few minor grammatical issues and instances of repetitive phrasing are present and can be corrected through careful proofreading. In particular, some sentences in Section V are lengthy and would benefit from simplification for better clarity.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The manuscript is clearly structured and comprehensive, with the tables and curriculum mapping explanations adding considerable value. However, the discussion on challenges and strategies would benefit from a more critical approach, as it currently remains largely descriptive. A deeper examination of the socio-political and institutional factors affecting the implementation of OBE across diverse Indian contexts would enhance the analytical depth of the paper. In addition, the conclusion could be strengthened by adopting a more forward-looking perspective, offering concrete directions for future research and practical policy recommendations.
