The analysis period is not defined, nor is it indicated whether the information is monthly, quarterly, or annual. The model used is not specified.

	The structure is correct; however, the problem is not defined. The topic defines a correlation between household spending and primary education. The analysis period is not defined, nor is it indicated whether the information is monthly, quarterly, or annual. It defines an ordinary least squares (OLS) model when using binary variables (yes or no), therefore a logit or probit model should be used. No correctness test is presented. If OLS is used, a homoscedasticity test and a residual test should be included. Of all the variables, only gender, mother's education
and occupation, and academic level are significant; the remaining variables (10) are not significant. These significant variables are binary.
