	The study's aim is an innovative idea: to identify the challenges (peer pressure, time management, parental and personal expectations) as well as the coping strategies used. It's immediately clear what the research seeks to analyze. However, unfortunately, it is based on only 70 students from a single institution, which limits the generalizability of the results to other contexts and institutions.

Parental expectations, which appear to be the primary pressure, and gender differences repeatedly guide the study toward logical and concrete answers to the research question.

Peer pressure and coping mechanisms are well-represented topics in university psychology studies, but a valuable contribution is made by focusing specifically on students nearing graduation. Students are aware of peer influence but perceive it as moderate and generally manageable. As they approach graduation, they seem to gain emotional maturity and self-regulation skills, enabling them to prioritize their personal and professional goals. Therefore, students' coping abilities support a developmental and realistic understanding of academic stress.
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
