	1. Study Design and Sample Size Justification:

The sample size calculation refers to the prevalence of Pseudomonas species, which is not aligned with the study objective focused on Staphylococcus
2. Definition of Outcome Measures:

The manuscript uses the term wound contamination interchangeably with wound infection. These are not synonymous in clinical microbiology and should be clearly defined.

3. Molecular Findings Interpretation:

The report of mecA gene presence in 100% of isolates requires cautious interpretation and stronger contextual discussion.

4. PVL Gene Analysis:

The clinical significance of PVL detection is not adequately correlated with wound type or patient characteristics.

5. Plasmid Curing:

The conclusion refers to plasmid curing, but no corresponding methodology or results are presented.

6. Phylogenetic Analysis:

The added value of phylogenetic analysis beyond species confirmation should be clarified

However, while the research question is relevant, the manuscript requires major revision before it can be considered for publication. There are concerns related to study design clarity, methodological inconsistencies, data interpretation, language quality, and scientific rigor in parts of the discussion and conclusion.
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
