	The abstract is generally comprehensive; however, it contains two issues. First, there is a typographical error (“ant-leukemic” should read “anti-leukemic”). Second, a contradiction appears where a “large sample size” is mentioned as a limitation, while the original article actually reports a “small sample size.” Including more quantitative findings, such as percentage changes in the measured parameters, would also improve the clarity and strength of the abstract.

	      Overall, the study appears scientifically well-structured. It follows a logical experimental design with suitable control groups, a clear methodology, and appropriate statistical analysis. The researchers induced leukemia using benzene, treated animals with different doses of Sclerocarya birrea extract, and compared the outcomes with standard chemotherapy agents (Doxorubicin/Ara-C). The findings are presented clearly and supported by statistical significance indicators.

However, the work remains largely observational and does not explore the underlying molecular mechanisms, such as apoptotic pathways or gene expression changes. In addition, the relatively small sample size (n = 5 per group) limits how broadly the results can be generalized, a limitation also acknowledged by the authors.

	   The references are generally adequate and include both basic and recent sources. However, some sources are quite old (e.g., 1995, 2000, 2002, 2004) and could be replaced with newer sources, if available.

	  The language of the manuscript is generally understandable; however, it requires moderate to substantial editing before it can be considered ready for publication. Some sentences are overly long and difficult to follow, and the text contains multiple grammatical mistakes, awkward phrasing, and typographical errors. For example, phrases such as “This study aimed to determine” should be revised to “The objectives of this study were…,” “anti-leukemia” should read “anti-leukemic,” “bone marrow” should be written consistently, and “color was observed” would be clearer as “slides were observed.” In addition, the use of verb tenses is inconsistent throughout the manuscript.
