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	Following are the points to prove the manuscript for the scientific community:
1. The study done in many languages including Bantu and non-Bantu noticed macro variation in how clefts behave, particularly regarding focus positions, types of focus expressed, and the pivot elements that anchor the construction.

2. Through the narration Swahili cleft constructions were drawn for data analysis which was anchored within Information Structure Theory by Lambrecht (1994).
3. The study also identifies notable variation in focus positioning across different cleft types.
4. The findings gave the new insight into information structure behavior of Swahili and reveal that cleft construction are productive and nuanced system for marking focus in the language. 
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
