	The research attempts to address the underexplored area of hypertensive disorders of pregnancy in low  and middle income countries, with a focus on non-biological determinants. This topic is highly relevant in Nigeria and sub-Saharan Africa and is well aligned with global maternal health priorities and the Sustainable Development Goals.

That said, the paper still requires correction of methodological inconsistencies to adhere to scientific rigor, as it currently lies between a systematic review and a narrative policy synthesis. Revisions are suggested to improve clarity of the search strategy, quantitative synthesis, and conceptual framing. With these improvements, the paper would be publishable.

	The abstract is well structured and clearly informative, reflecting the main content of the manuscript. However, the following clarifications are recommended:

1. To clarify the review methodology, the authors should state whether a quantitative meta-analysis was conducted.

2. The study design should be explicitly stated, for example, whether the study comprises cross-sectional, case control/cohort/ or mixed methods designs.

3. The background section is somewhat lengthy. It is requested be shortened and made more impactful by clearly highlighting what is missing in the current state of the art.

	The manuscript is scientifically correct as it has core concepts, epidemiological estimates, and the conclusions are broadly consistent with current global and maternal health estimates. However, the causality is overstated from the data which is largely observational and give disproportionate weight to the environmental determinants despite limited LMIC-specific evidence.
