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	This scoping review provides a critical synthesis of HIV self-testing (HIVST) utilization in Sub Saharan Africa, the global epicenter of the HIV epidemic. By mapping data from 51 studies across 20 countries, it identifies high impact delivery models such as peer led and home based approaches—that successfully reach underserved populations like MSM and sex workers. The findings are vital for policymakers and health practitioners seeking to bridge the diagnostic gap and achieve the UNAIDS 95-95-95 targets. Furthermore, the manuscript highlights specific barriers like stigma and low awareness, providing a roadmap for future interventions to optimize HIVST outcomes.
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
