	Consent from patients with GCS <13: authors state that  Informed consent was taken from the patient willing to be part of the study. Patients with moderate-to-severe TBI (GCS <13) are frequently incapacitated and unable to provide informed consent. 

The study design does not include a control group of healthy individuals or patients with non-neurological trauma. Without a reference population, distinguishing TBI-specific hormonal changes from non-specific critical illness responses is not possible.

Only 61 of 126 patients had Day 7 data (those who survived). This 51.6% attrition is substantial and introduces survivorship bias.
