	1. The abstract succinctly employs IMRaD structure to delineate geriatric admissions (43.3%), mortality (24.6%), and NCD predominance, yet requires emendation of typographical errors and augmentation with policy-relevant novelty for developing nations.
2. The two-year retrospective design with 667 patients and age-stratified cohorts (young-old, middle-old, oldest-old) is apposite, but necessitates a priori sample size estimation, missing data protocols, and delineation of the Rivers State catchment population.
3. Results robustly evince highest mortality among oldest-old (36.2%), early deaths (68.9% within 10 days; p<0.001), and diabetes/stroke prevalence; tabular formats warrant standardization alongside multivariate regression incorporation.
4. The discussion adeptly contextualizes findings against African cohorts, elucidating gender/age dynamics, yet merits explicit limitations (retrospective bias) and advocacy for geriatric emergency units.
5. The 27 contemporary references with DOIs constitute a solid foundation; nonetheless, pervasive grammatical/typographical errors, inconsistent tense/abbreviation usage, and journal style conformance demand rigorous proofreading.
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
