● The reference "Meena et al., appeared twice in the "references" at the end of the manuscript.
● Remove "h" from the spelling of the untext citation, "kumar et al., (2024) as it does not align with the spelling of "kumar" in the references at the end of the manuscript.

● Under the subheading " genetic variability, heritability and genetic advance", correct the sentence to this: GCV value for the characters were lowest while the corresponding PCV values, indicates that environmental factors contribute to some extent to observed variability.
