	Optional/General comments


	The manuscript investigates the effects of bisphenol A (BPA) on male reproductive parameters in Swiss albino mice, focusing on:

· Testicular weight

· Seminal vesicle weight

· Sperm count

· Sperm morphology

The topic is scientifically relevant and timely, as BPA is a well-known endocrine-disrupting chemical with global exposure concerns. The study addresses an important area of reproductive toxicology. The results are consistent with previously published findings and demonstrate dose-dependent reproductive toxicity.

However, the manuscript requires revisions before it can be considered for publication. Several methodological, statistical and language issues must be addressed to improve scientific rigor and clarity.

1. The manuscript does not justify the selected doses (55 mg/kg and 110 mg/kg). An author needs providing scientific justification with references for dose selection. Clarify whether these doses reflect human exposure levels or represent high-dose toxicological modeling.
2. The discussion repeatedly mentions; Testosterone reduction, Oxidative stress and Steroidogenic enzyme downregulation. However, these were not measured in this study. Either include biochemical assays (testosterone, oxidative stress markers), OR Clearly state as speculative mechanisms based on literature.

3. The manuscript describes abnormalities but does not provide Percentage of abnormal sperm. Includes quantitative data (e.g.  % abnormal sperm)

4. The manuscript contains several grammatical issues, including: “declination” → should be “decline”. Extra spacing and formatting inconsistencies

The study is relevant and potentially publishable, but substantial methodological clarification, statistical improvement, and language refinement are required.
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
