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	Owing to the rarity of the condition, severity of disease progression, progressive disability and limited information on assessment and multidimensional intervention strategies including physiotherapeutic management in specific, it bridges this clinical gap and can give a better understanding of such a disabling polyneuropathy guiding early identification and management protocols which might delay progression and manifestation of symptoms and signs. Helps develop both preventive and treatment strategies. 
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
