	The authors report on the real-world evidence with relevance to the  availability of anti-epileptic drugs (AEDs) across pharmacies in Lagos, Nigeria. The authors found older-generation AEDs such as carbamazepine, sodium valproate, and pregabalin are available and frequently requested. The most newer and third-generation agents that include  lacosamide, brivaracetam, eslicarbazepine, and cenobamat are either minimally available or absent. The limited presence of the new drugs is linked to the high cost, exclusion from essential medicines and insurance lists, limited clinician demand, economic pressures, pharmaceutical company withdrawal and regulatory delays. The older AEDs may be inadequate for patients with drug-resistant epilepsy or those in need of better-tolerated treatment options. The authors conclude that the evaluation of long-term trends in AED availability, cost variations, prescription patterns and the impact of economic changes on pharmacy stocks is required.

The authors report on the poor availability, high cost, and inconsistent drug supply that negatively impact adherence with seizures, hospitalisations, complications and reduced quality of life. The role of the anti-aging gene Sirtuin 1 is critical to the treatment of epilepsy in the developing world with relevance to the poor availability and inconsistent drug supply. Sirtuin 1 activators versus Sirtuin 1 inhibitors may determine the quality of life of the epileptic patients in Lagos, Nigeria. 
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
