	It is well-structured and well-referenced. However, several points need to be revised: 
1\ Some redundancy: 
i. Classification of CIPN (acute or chronic) is repeated in the section 2 definition and classification of CIPN, and then in ‘2.2 Classification Based on Temporal Presentation’. 
ii. Risk factors, such as diabetes or aging are repeated in Aetiology, Risk Factors, and epidemiology with similar wording.
iii. Tables 1 and 4 are almost identical and need to be combined into one table.
2\ It is not mentioned whether schematic figures are original or adapted.

3\ There should be more emphasis in the prevention section about the strength of available evidence and limitations of conducted trials (critical analysis). 

4\ In Assessment and diagnosis, I agree that skin biopsy is not done routinely, but it is the gold standard to diagnose small fibre neuropathy.
