Furthermore, the narrative in the cases should be adapted using adequate English tenses. In addition, the used surgical technique should be described in detail. Additionally, more emphasis should be placed on the surgical site infection, also including more references in the discussion on this topic, as well as the meaning of the association of steroid application and potentially increased risk for surgical site infections and delayed wound healing. Likewise, the techniques (used and described in the literature) of patient skin antisepsis, local intraoperative antibiotic application, and intraoperative preventative wound irrigation techniques (such as the diluted povidone-iodine technique etc.) should be discussed, as they would further increase the scientific value of this paper.
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
