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	Understanding the dynamism of interactions among key macroeconomic variables is one of the important tool that aids the growth and development of the economy. The Study is important to the scientific community by providing a deeper insight into complex and nonlinear economic relationships that standard econometric models often miss in African economies. So, the study will improve evidence-based policymaking in terms of improving reliability of macroeconomics forecast as well as causal interpretations, that would help for economic planning and policy formulation in African economies.
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	The study is scientifically correct and technically sound, because an empirical investigation was carried out in determining the dynamic interactions among key macroeconomic variables; annual inflation rate, exchange rate, foreign direct investment (FDI), and government final expenditure, across eight African economies. The results demonstrated that hybrid VAR–machine learning models more effectively capture nonlinear macroeconomic relationships and yield superior predictive performance for inflation and FDI, underscoring their relevance for economic planning and policy formulation in African economies. 
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
