Moreover, pediatric infective endocarditis appears to exhibit distinct clinical characteristics, including differences in presentation and underlying predisposing factors when compared with adult cases. In this context, individual case reports remain of considerable value, contributing meaningful insights to the existing literature and supporting a better understanding of this rare entity.

- offering a more thorough account of the pharmacological treatment.
