	This manuscript provides practical insight into the effects of selenium supplementation on growth, body development, and behavior of Uda rams, a breed with limited available research. It offers useful data that can support better nutritional management and welfare of sheep in semi-arid production systems.

	The title is generally suitable and reflects the main objectives of the study. However, it contains a clear typographical error where the word “Rams” is repeated twice (“Uda Rams Rams”), which should be corrected.
Suggested alternative title: Performance and Behavioural Responses of Uda Rams Supplemented with Graded Levels of Synthetic Selenium.

	The abstract is generally comprehensive and covers the objectives, methods, key findings, and conclusions of the study. However, it would benefit from simplifying some details (such as excessive numerical comparisons) and correcting minor language repetitions to improve clarity. Additionally, clearly stating the main practical implication of selenium supplementation at the end would strengthen the abstract.


	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The manuscript is generally scientifically correct; however, it contains minor technical and typographical errors that should be corrected to maintain accuracy and clarity. For example, in Table 6, the dry matter digestibility value is written as “70..540”, which is clearly a typographical error caused by a repeated decimal point. Such errors do not invalidate the results but require careful proofreading and correction before publication.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	The references in the manuscript are generally sufficient in number, but some are not very recent (many are older than 10 years). For a study on nutritional supplementation and animal performance, it would strengthen the work to include more up-to-date research from the last 5–8 years, especially studies on selenium’s effects in sheep and other small ruminants. Suggested areas for additional references include recent reviews on trace mineral nutrition in sheep and recent studies on selenium’s impact on immune function, antioxidant status, and productivity in ruminants.

	The English language quality of the manuscript is understandable but not fully suitable for scholarly communications in its current form. The text contains frequent grammatical errors, repetition, inconsistent terminology, and awkward sentence structures that affect clarity. Professional language editing is strongly recommended to improve readability and academic presentation.
