	This study examined the effects of chronic exposure to polyethylene terephthalate microplastics on kidney and liver function in albino rats. It was shown that there is a dose-dependent increase in creatinine, urea, potassium, AST, ALT and ALP levels with an increase of PET amount administered. Albino rats which were given water from a PET container only showed increased creatinine levels as compared to the control group.

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	Yes. However, the size distribution of the PET particles used must be communicated. (At the moment, it just states that commercially available PET pellets were ground). This will help to understand whether the MPs were small enough to be resorbed. No effort was made to monitor the biodistribution of the PET material. It would be good to include 2-3 sentences how the pilot study influenced the setting up of the actual experiment’s parameters. It is not clear whether the PET water container was pristine or not. PET itself will not photodegrade appreciably in 14 days.

	For the most part, the references are fine. For some, the doi’s are missing – these should be inserted. There are some references missing such as: Verlekar MM, Sinha AA, D'Costa AH. In vivo hepatic effects and post-exposure recovery following polyethylene terephthalate microplastic ingestion in Swiss Albino mice (Mus musculus). Drug Chem Toxicol. 2025, 1-11. doi: 10.1080/01480545.2025.2609951. These should be included and the results of the current study contrasted/compared with the lit. results.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	For the most part, the English is fine. There are some sentences that could be improved such as: poorly studied in Nigeria and similar settings, hence need for this study should read: poorly studied in Nigeria and similar settings, hence there is need for this study. Therefore, the manuscript should be proof-read carefully.
	

	Optional/General comments


	The authors mix effects due to degradation of plastics, the release of additives (being different in pristine and degraded material) and the effect of the microplastics themselves. This leads to some confusion. As this study cannot distinguish among the effects, it would be better not to put too much stress on these, but just comment on the fact that a plethora of variables can cause the changes in the renal parameters and hepatic enzymes of the exposed rats.
