	The manuscript evaluates the phytochemical composition and bioactivity of Bauhinia racemosa Lam. leaf extracts, demonstrating significant antioxidant potential through FRAP assays and anti-inflammatory activity via BSA denaturation inhibition. The study is well-structured, successfully correlating the presence of secondary metabolites such as flavonoids, tannins and phenolic compounds (with the observed pharmacological effects). While the research validates the traditional medicinal uses of the plant, the bibliography relies heavily on older sources from 2011–2016. To improve the manuscript's impact and currency, it is recommended to supplement the references with more recent studies from 2023–2025 and further investigate the specific active compounds and their precise mechanisms of action. Tables, figures and more research are recommended to be done.
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
