	The manuscript is scientifically correct. However, the following changes may be incorporated to strengthen its rigor.

· In introduction, authors could add linking sentences between paragraphs to improve coherence.
· Authors are required to explicitly state the gap in existing literature (e.g., lack of focus on post-2020 machine-learning evidence, limited attention to ethical/implementation challenges).
· In methodology, authors are required to justify the exclusion of grey literature. Since digital and ML research often appears in preprints, conference papers, and technical reports, the exclusion of grey literature may omit relevant evidence.
· Authors are required to define what counts as ML (e.g., inclusion of transformer models, neural networks, SVMs, logistic regression?).
· Authors are required to define what “post-pandemic relevance” means.
· Authors are required to specify the exact number of records retrieved from each database.
