	The abstract covers the basics, but it feels a bit more like a list than a cohesive summary. It does a good job of naming the problems, but it lacks a "how" and "how much." Also, there are some typos like “Food canes” instead of “Food cans”. The abstract start with BPA is a polymer…but is it a polymer or monomer? There are few words with similar meanings repeated. You mention finding substitutes but mentioning what kind would give the ending more weight.
	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The paper lists a huge range of diseases (from ADHD to atherosclerosis). While there is research linking BPA to these, the author often presents animal study results as absolute facts for humans. Better language like "is associated with" or "has been shown in rodent models to..." rather than saying it definitely "results into" these conditions in humans. 
page 3: the author has written molecular weight is 228.29 g/cm3…which is the unit of density (should be g/mol). The manuscript is generally accurate in its broad claims about the health risks of BPA, but there are several technical inaccuracies, typos and scientific errors.

	First, the reference formats are not consistent. Most of the reference are from earlier reviews/research, citations of more recent papers would benefit. I found some of the recent studies more interesting:

	The language is understandable but needs a thorough professional edit to fix frequent typos like "food canes" and "polycarbonated." Many sentences use informal phrasing such as "huge amount" or "results into," which should be replaced with more academic terms. 
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
