3. The study on gut microbiota in honeybees focused only on summer and winter, missing data from spring and autumn. It analyzed a limited number of bacterial species and lacked critical methodological details about sampling and identification.
4.  The use of colony-forming unit (CFU) culture methods may have underestimated microbial diversity, and the absence of statistical analyses compromises the reliability of the findings. 
5.  The environmental factors affecting microbial changes were not considered, and the study failed to report sample sizes or replicates. While correlations were noted between bacteria and bee health, no causal relationships were established.
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
