	1. “Cerebrovascular events, including transient ischemic attacks, ischemic stroke, or intracranial hemorrhage, have been reported and are thought to arise from catecholamine-mediated mechanisms such as severe hypertensive crises, reversible cerebral vasoconstriction, endothelial injury, oxidative stress, or hypercoagulability.” This sentence somewhat contrasts with the case report because it shows that it is a frequent occurrence. Kindly reframe it to suit the rarity of this condition if you want to convince the readers.
2. One of the most important parts of this manuscript is “young onset of stroke,” and the age of the patient is 46 years. Kindly check the cut-off age for young in clinical practise because it is usually below 45 years
3. The tumour, as you reported, is very rare. Kindly add its prevalence

4. In your introduction, you need to talk about other cases of the same tumour reported earlier
5. Case presentation. Please let it be orderly, starting with a brief history examination, investigations, and differential diagnosis, but what you started was not systematic.
6. While the discussion was too elaborate it was not contextualizing to reported case rather general overview of paragangliomas. pls contextualize your discussion to your case
7. The genetic aspect of the case cannot be overlooked but even historically there was no effort to ask. 
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
