	Yes, the summary is understandable. It's well-structured and summarizes the article's sections effectively. I wouldn't change it.

	Several points need to be addressed:
First, the reference to the origin of the name at the beginning of the discussion is, in my opinion, unnecessary. This topic has already been covered in the introduction. Bringing it up again in the discussion raises doubts about the authorship of the canal's name, which is the same French surgeon in 1861. Including it in the introduction is sufficient.
Second, the patient has loss of sensation in the fingers supplied by the ulnar nerve and paresthesia, without muscle atrophy or weakness in the muscles supplied by the ulnar nerve. However, the EMG study describes the neuropathy as severe. It is necessary to describe the findings of the ENG: the sensory and motor nerve conduction velocities.

Third, this is a surgical journal. The MRI findings have been explained in more detail than the surgical procedure. The dissection technique, lipoma removal, and layered closure need to be described more thoroughly.
