	This study demonstrates a substantial gap between cancer diagnosis and access to treatment in Yemen. Even patients with confirmed diagnoses frequently cannot obtain targeted therapies. The barriers disproportionately affect socioeconomically disadvantaged populations. These findings underscore the practical consequences of disrupted health systems in conflict settings and point to the need for strategies that ensure reliable availability of essential anticancer medicines.

	The article definitely has scholarly value and presents an important concept. However, highlighting its significance more clearly—especially the innovative aspects—could strengthen the summary.


	

	Is the manuscript scientifically, correct? Please write here.
	The collection of data over a seven-year period is valuable and commendable, as such long-term datasets are difficult to obtain. However, the statistical analysis indicates that part of the survival analysis dataset was excluded, and this is not stated in the abstract; it only appears in the limitations section. The exact number of excluded cases should be clearly reported. In addition, the manuscript refers to survival outcomes, but the duration of follow-up (i.e., how many years of survival were evaluated) is not specified and should be clarified.
	

	Are the references sufficient and recent? If you have suggestions of additional references, please mention them in the review form.
	Overall, the reference list is acceptable, but a few revisions are needed. Reference 10 is quite old and should be updated with more recent literature if available. Reference 13 appears to come from a journal of questionable reliability and is better replaced with a stronger source. Additionally, some references (such as 4 and 5) are missing complete publication details, including volume or issue numbers. The citation style used in the introduction (line 26, refs. 7–10) follows the journal format correctly.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The reference list is mostly fine, but a few changes are needed. Reference 10 is quite old and should be updated with more recent sources if possible. Reference 13 comes from a journal of questionable reliability, so it would be better to replace it with a more trustworthy source. Also, some references, like 4 and 5, are missing full publication details, such as volume or issue numbers. On the positive side, the citation style used in the introduction (line 26, refs. 7–10) correctly follows the journal’s format.

	Overall, there are a few exaggerations. For instance, the discussions in sections 4.4 and 4.5 are quite long and repetitive. It would be better to make them more concise so that the audience can stay focused and engaged.
