	The study addresses a relevant research problem and employs a survey design suitable for the research objectives. However, there are concerns regarding internal consistency and rigor. The sample size justification is not clearly explained, and the methodology section lacks detail on questionnaire validation and reliability. There are also inconsistencies in data presentation, particularly in Table 4 where frequencies exceed the stated sample size. The discussion sometimes makes causal claims that are not supported by the descriptive analysis used in the study.

	The reference list is generally relevant and includes several recent studies. However, some citations require formatting correction, and a few web-based sources lack access dates or complete details. The manuscript would benefit from a more focused engagement with high-impact peer-reviewed journals on digital health communication and maternal health.
	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language requires substantial improvement. There are frequent grammatical errors, awkward sentence constructions, repetition, and inconsistent tense usage throughout the manuscript. Professional language editing is strongly recommended to improve clarity, coherence, and academic tone.


	

	Optional/General comments


	The structure of the manuscript can be improved by tightening the literature review and reducing redundancy. The theoretical framework should be more clearly linked to the research questions and findings. A limitations subsection should be added to acknowledge the constraints of the study design, sample size, and reliance on self-reported data. Clearer policy-oriented recommendations would strengthen the conclusion.
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
