	The study is interesting, but it is limiting, therefore it should be clearly pointed out that it is a case study and what the limitations are compared to a large study at a national, regional or global level. The literature needs to be expanded to national and regional levels at least. The methodology needs to be presented clearly, the limits of the research are not specified, the study lacks scientific force because it stops at a relatively superficial analysis.

	Not really. The paper is partially correct but relatively superficial, the descriptions are informative, the analytical framework is missing, there is no presentation of the method or methods, comparisons, it is not investigated from a statistical point of view, and descriptive statistics are missing. Also, knowledge gaps are not presented, a critical analysis is not performed. It also presents a very small sample, unrepresentative of the region, excluding the possibility of generalization. There is no presentation of the reliability of the measurements through additional tests, eg. Cronbach alpha. There are no presentations of correlations or regressions, so rather a light investigation, at first hand.

	The problem is that the price of gold has increased much more worldwide than in India, being more of a general trend in response to the economic, political, educational and cultural instability of the last decade. Therefore, a broader contextual analysis is needed and the most important causes that led to this evolution are pinpointed.
In addition to inflation, the increase in the price of gold is greatly influenced by the evolution of interest rates (generally low interest rates make gold more attractive than deposits and bonds), the evolution of the US dollar and local currencies (a depreciated dollar causes gold buyers from other areas different from those of the dollar to increase their gold purchases and therefore, through greater demand, impose an increase in the price), local and global political instability and economic crises cause the price of gold to increase. Also, central banks (to increase reserves) and specific industries for extracting, processing and marketing gold have a dramatic influence on the price of this asset. Therefore, all these causes of the increase in the price of gold should be investigated. Although the article is a case study, which makes it interesting, the subdivision of analysis is modest enough to allow for too broad generalizations. Therefore, on the one hand, I recommend better contextualizing the issue of gold price evolution, both at the Indian and global levels, and on the other hand, clearly expressing the limits of the study.
