A significant strength of the research is its constructive orientation, shifting the focus from a deficit view of "survival" to identifying specific growth opportunities, supported by rich qualitative data and strict ethical standards. However, the manuscript suffers from several technical flaws that undermine its academic rigor, including inconsistent use of acronyms (EPST, PST, PSET), improper MLA formatting, and a missing reference list.. While the study offers valuable, actionable insights for teacher education programs, it requires substantial editing to standardize terminology, condense methodological descriptions, and correct citation errors before it can be considered ready for publication.
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
