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I therefore recommend Minor Revision.

· The manuscript addresses a relevant and timely topic by incorporating passive immunity into a measles transmission model.

· The model formulation is standard and mathematically sound, but parameter symbols and definitions should be presented more clearly and consistently.

· Sensitivity analysis is appropriately conducted; however, repetition in definitions can be reduced for better readability.
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
