VCAM-1 is a cytokine-inducible endothelial cell adhesion molecule [1], its increased serum concentrations were found during the acute phase of deep vein thrombosis (DVT) [2]. interleukin-10 (IL-10) is key regulator of immune homeostasis [ 3&4], and decreased in patients with idiopathic venous thrombosis [5]. Toll like receptors (TLRs) play a considerable role in the host defense against microorganism [6], and TLR3 might be involved in the inflammatory development of venous thrombosis [7].
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
