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	This manuscript is important to the scientific and clinical community because it strengthens the growing evidence that thyroid dysfunction is significantly more prevalent among patients with type 2 diabetes mellitus and is closely linked to poor glycemic control. By providing a direct comparison with age- and sex-matched non-diabetic individuals, the study clarifies the extent to which diabetes itself contributes to altered thyroid function, rather than these abnormalities being incidental findings. The observed associations between TSH, FT4, and HbA1c offer valuable insight into the metabolic interplay between the thyroid and glucose regulatory systems, highlighting potential pathways that may worsen metabolic outcomes in diabetes. Importantly, the identification of a higher burden of thyroid dysfunction in female patients underscores the need for sex-specific screening strategies, supporting more comprehensive and individualized endocrine care in patients with type 2 diabetes mellitus.
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
