	The manuscript is well organized and presents an analysis of extreme temperature indices using observational and ERA5 data. However, the methodology is unclear regarding how the datasets are used, compared, or merged, and which are applied for trend analysis and spatial interpolation. Results should clearly distinguish statistically significant trends and avoiding interpretation of non-significant changes. Some sentences are long and require simplification. The discussion could be strengthened by linking the findings to hydrology, agriculture, and water management risks in the Nouhao sub-basin. In the conclusion, results are restated in detail rather than summarized, and adding statements on future research needs, such as climate projections or impact modeling, would increase the manuscript’s value.

	The references in the manuscript are relevant, but the reference list could be strengthened with more region-specific publications from the last 5 years focused on climate extremes, precipitation, and temperature trends.

	The language quality of the article is generally suitable for scholarly communication. Moderate editing is needed to improve clarity, sentence structure, and consistency. Minor grammatical issues, inconsistent terminology (e.g., spatiotemporal vs. spatial-temporal; intras seasonal redistribution vs. intra-seasonal redistribution), and occasional typographical and formatting errors (such as extra spaces and repeated subsection numbering, e.g., 2.1.1.1 instead of 2.1.1.1 and 2.1.1.2) are present throughout the manuscript. Careful proofreading or professional language editing would significantly enhance the manuscript’s overall clarity and presentation.
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
