Since the figure contains multiple maps, the authors are encouraged to add separate scale bars for each map to improve clarity and cartographic accuracy.

The manuscript is well structured and easy to follow. The limitation of a short time series is acknowledged by the authors. Overall, the study is sound and contributes useful regional evidence.

The manuscript is scientifically sound and suitable for publication after minor improvements.
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
