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	 In high-risk patients,  3- 4 cycles of  a quadruplet or triplet regimen is given as induction  followed by early  ASCT and then maintenance with bortezomib plus lenalidomide. Patient in-eligible for ASCT are managed with combination chemotherapy,followed by ASCT.ASCT can improve PFS  in 80% cases.In Nigeria ASCT can be done under insurance coverage with expert hands.
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
