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	Effects of Azadirachta indica on Serum liver function test parameters and physical obesity markers in high-fat diet induced obesity in albino rats
This study investigates the impact of Azadirachta indica (neem) extracts on serum liver enzymes and physical indicators of obesity in albino rats subjected to a high-fat diet (HFD) to induce obesity. The authors highlighted that neem supplementation reduces body weight gain, adiposity index, and elevated liver function markers . ALT, AST and ALP compared to HFD controls, suggesting hepatoprotective and anti-obesity effects. The work is timely, given rising interest in natural remedies for metabolic disorders, and employs a standard rodent model.

Strengths include a logical design, robust stats ANOVA, and ties to neem's bioactives like nimbin. However, gaps persist: no oxidative stress assays e.g SOD, MDA, unclear extract prep, small n=6/group without power analysis, and missing histopathology for liver damage confirmation.

Minor issues cover HFD details, figure clarity, phrasing e.g standardize Liver Function Test parameters, and ethics/references. Overall, it's promising for metabolic disorder research but needs revisions for mechanisms and reproducibility.

Recommendation 

The manuscript advances evidence for Azadirachta indica in diet-induced obesity and liver health, with solid preliminary data which is quite good for publication
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
