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	Pre-eclampsia is common, has life threatening complications for mother and baby. Yet, ironically, it is neither well understood nor well predicted nor completely controlled. Uric acid is known to be raised in cases of pre-eclampsia and eclampsia, but the association is not completely explored, having potential of being valuable in prediction, diagnosis, prognosis, etc. This review article, essentially, highlights the same, extensive study may just be revealing something hiding in plain sight for over a century.
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
