	The topic of this manuscript is of significant concern to transfusion medicine because it aims to assess systematically the biochemical and haematological alterations that transpire in CPDA-stored blood within the environment of the regular blood bank in a resource-restricted environment. The study presents the region-specific data of North Central Nigeria that has significant local evidence on blood storage lesions to the overall global picture. By establishing and measuring biochemical and haematological parameters during numerous periods of storage and among various groups of blood, the work raises awareness of clinicians regarding the metabolic risks of transfusion, especially hyperkalaemia and glucose depletion. The results have implications on clinicians, transfusion scientists and policy makers engaged in blood safety and transfusion practices.
