	GENERAL ASSESSMENT: 
This manuscript presents a rare and clinically relevant case of colo-colic intussusception

caused by Ascaris lumbricoides in a child. The topic is original, important for tropical

medicine, paediatric surgery, and global health contexts, and suitable for a case report

journal. The clinical narrative is clear, logically structured, and well contextualised with

existing literature.
STRENGTHS: 
The case is genuinely rare and clinically valuable. The clinical presentation, diagnostics,

surgical findings, and management are clearly described. The discussion is well integrated

with current literature and demonstrates good understanding of ascariasis complications.

The manuscript highlights public health relevance in low-resource settings and prevention

strategies.

MAJOR ISSUES: 
There are grammatical, typographical, and formatting inconsistencies throughout the

manuscript. Some medical terminologies and units are inconsistently presented. References

formatting is inconsistent. Keywords include an incorrect term (“Merkel's diverticulum”

should be “Meckel’s diverticulum”). Abstract structure could be improved. Minor clinical

phrasing errors and repetition occur across sections. 
MINOR ISSUES: 
Sentence structure and punctuation require language editing. Some repetitions in

epidemiological explanations occur between Introduction and Discussion. Laboratory units

and formatting should be standardized. Referencing style should follow journal guidelines

consistently. 
SCIENTIFIC VALIDITY: 
The clinical reasoning, diagnosis, management, and interpretation are scientifically valid.The case is supported by literature and appropriate clinical reasoning. 
ETHICAL AND REPORTING QUALITY:
