In Discussion -  1)Fatima et al; [1] (66.5%) – bracket shall be removed. 2) This study also reveal 81.8% sensitivity to both levofloxacin and ceftriazone (rocephin) by Pseudomonas spp – ceftriaxone spelling mistake.
 In Antibiotic sensitivity Test- The results were classified as sensitive or resistant according to the inhibition zones diameters as recommended by [14] [15],  this sentence is incomplete.
