	1. I strongly believe that this manuscript is very relevant to the scientific community because it addresses a documented gap in literature and highlights the psychosocial effects of cyberbullying. I find it very useful for school health programmes. 
2. However, the recommendation section of the manuscript needs a bit of fine-tuning. Firstly, label the Recommendations section as a separate heading different from the Conclusion. Secondly, I encourage the author(s) to expand the recommendation narrative a little bit by outlining how the Nigeria’s National Anti-Bullying Policy can be implemented within schools, including things like reporting mechanisms, enforcement structures, and monitoring indicators.  These will strengthen the applicability of the study.
3. I observed that the author(s) used the terms “cyber bullying” and “cyberbullying” rather interchangeably throughout the manuscript (cyber bullying 8 times and cyberbullying 53 times), I suggest that you adopt a single nomenclature to improve consistency and clarity.
4. Making these minor revisions will surely boost the appeal and impact of this lovely study. Well done!

	The abstract appropriately summarises the study but could be polished by clearer wording, emphasizing the moral impact of cyberbullying --- for example, although the results report that the moral effects of cyberbullying were significantly higher than in-person bullying (χ² = 11.95, p = 0.004), this key finding is not clearly emphasised in the conclusion, where cyberbullying is merely discussed in general terms. Give it more flesh in the abstract and reflect same in the conclusion.
