	Overall, the manuscript is scientifically sound and consistent with current research on Autism Spectrum Disorder and the transition to adulthood. The arguments are well supported by peer-reviewed literature, and the data cited align with established findings on employment, independence, mental health, and service gaps. The methodology follows a recognized systematic review approach, and conclusions are appropriately grounded in the evidence presented. No major scientific inaccuracies are evident.

	Yes, the references are both sufficient and largely recent. The manuscript draws on a strong mix of foundational studies and up-to-date literature, including several high-quality systematic reviews and large-scale reports published within the last five to ten years. The reference list adequately supports the key claims and reflects current thinking in the field.

If additional references are required, the authors could consider including more recent work on adult autism outcomes and neurodiversity-affirming transition practices published after 2022, particularly studies focusing on employment sustainability, self-determination, and lived-experience perspectives. However, the current reference set is appropriate and does not show any critical gaps. 


	

	Is the language/English quality of the article suitable for scholarly communications?


	The language is generally appropriate for scholarly communication, but several instances in the manuscript would benefit from editing. For example, in the abstract, phrases such as “one of the most difficult and challenging life phase” should be corrected to “one of the most difficult and challenging life phases.” In the Background section, “a lifelong neurodevelopmental disease” would be more appropriate as “a lifelong neurodevelopmental condition,” which is also more consistent with current academic usage.

There are also long, dense sentences that affect clarity, such as “However, the review is divided sections which describes the key obstacles encounter by individuals…”, where articles and verb forms are missing. Additionally, some sections show repetition and minor inconsistencies in tense and punctuation, particularly in the Results and Discussion sections. These issues are minor and do not affect meaning, but careful copyediting would significantly improve readability and scholarly polish.

	Overall, this is a strong and well-structured manuscript that addresses a highly relevant and timely issue in autism research. The review is thorough, evidence-informed, and clearly grounded in current literature, with a good balance between challenges, outcomes, and practical solutions. With minor language polishing and slight tightening of some sections, the manuscript would make a valuable contribution to research, practice, and policy discussions on the transition to adulthood for individuals with Autism Spectrum Disorder.
